Resumo. Procuramos mostrar que conceitos enunciados pelo Diderot
dos escritos tedrico-criticos, como o Paradoxe sur le comédien ou

a Entretien entre d’Alembert et Diderot, ajudam a esclarecer a
complexa figuracdo do romance Jacques le fataliste et son maitre. Essa
tltima constituiria uma espécie de tratado sobre a prépria mimese e

a possibilidade de narrar em momento de mutagdo cultural ampla.
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Trata-se de perceber como o novo foco na consciéncia individual como
base do romance, ¢ a estrutura do “pergaminho jd escrito nos céus”
integra uma nova forma narrativa em que a onisciéncia e a impoténcia
individual interagem paradoxalmente. Essa estrutura complexa aponta
para um vazio da mimese, em que o narrar nio tem mais as balizas nem
do destino mitolégico, nem da seta teleolégica do juizo final, restando a
ele tratar do aqui-e-agora banal e arriscado do agir.

How to convey the trivial in a narrative? Jacques le fataliste beyond
destiny and final judgment

Abstract. The aim of the paper is to show that the concepts that Diderot
enunciates in his theoretical and critical writings such as Paradoxe sur
le comédien or Entretien entre d’Alembert et Diderot can elucidate the
complex figuration of the novel Jacques le fataliste et son maitre. The
latter would constitute a kind of a treatise about the mimesis and about
the possibility to narrate in a period of broad cultural mutation. It is an
effort to perceive how the new focus in the individual conscience as a
basis of the novel and the structure of the “parchment already wrote in
the skies” integrate the new narrative form in which the omniscience and
the individual impotence interact paradoxically. This complex structure
points to a void of the mimesis in which the act of narrative has lost the
beacon of the mythological destiny as well as the teleological perspective
of a final judgment, remaining to the narrative to deal with the banal and
risky here and now of action.
